Tomb 65 is a rectangular Bronze Age (Wadi Suq Period), above ground tomb . Investigations of this
tomb resulted in the discovery of skeletal fragments, pot sherds, a complete jar, soft stone
fragments, two painted lids, and a bronze ring
