In the lower area it presents a stamped
seal. It was used to tighten the warp threads of a loom. From the archaeological site of Cerro de las
Cabezas, Valdepeñas, Castilla-La Mancha, Spain. Iron Age (5th-3rd centuries BC). In the collection
of the Valdepeñas Museum. Catalog number 065-CC95-Z2BIII3. 3D model made in Reality Capture
using 388 images. Additional processing completed in Geomagic Wrap, Zbrush, and Blender.
