XCB-105 Adamagan (Aleut for place of walrus hunters) is at the head of Morzhovoi Bay, western
Alaska Peninsula. It is a massive village with multiple occupations. When it was occupied 400
BCE-100 CE, it was the largest village in the Arctic with an estimated 1000 people. It also has
limited occupations dated 2200-1700 BCE, 1000-600 BCE, and 900-1100 CE.
