Description

Medieval graffiti from Calatrava la Vieja, Castilla-La Mancha, Spain. Late medieval Christian period
(15th century CE). They were discovered in 1984, during the excavation works carried out under the
direction of the architect Miguel Fisac. They are located in the crypt of the Santa Maria La Blanca
Church, inside the alcazar, and were made with a sharp object in the plaster of the south wall of the
crypt. The main motif is a Latin sailboat represented with precision and sense of detail, probably as
a votive graffiti. It depicts the complete rigging and the hull. GDH Interior Graffiti Panel 6.
